FROM THE OFFICE- Our pool season was set to begin on 
May 26 but an unexpected skimmer water line break 
occurred on May 25.  C & C Pool Specialists diagnosed the 
immediate problem on Memorial Day and are scheduled to 
repair this issue on June 2.  We will post on social media a 
timeline to open once we know the repair is completed and 
confirm the pool pump and skimmer lines are no longer 
leaking.    With the delay in opening we are committed to 
extending the pool season two weeks beyond Labor Day 
(weather permitting).  REMINDER:  Family summer seasonal 
membership dues will remain the same as 2022:  $420 
($400+$20 tax) to renew and $497.50 ($450+$22.50 tax +$25 
application fee) for first time members.  We ask that all 
renewing members update their membership account by 
completing a new application form and submit payment in full 
with it.  Level 1 Full Single memberships may upgrade to a 
family for the summer for a one-time fee of $200.00    IF you 
wish to upgrade send a note to the office with the immediate 
household member’s names you wish to add for the summer.
